
Guidelines for Earth-Day Art-Walk Poster Contest

1. Each entry must be on paper posterboard (compostable / recyclable) and/or on
recyclable material

2. Sizes of posterboards are limited to: 11 x 14, or 14 x 22, or 22 x 28
3. Only non-toxic mediums may be used (i.e.: pencil, acrylic paint, watercolors,

natural earth paints)
4. Students at Suisun City schools or recognized after-school partner-programs

may submit as a class, group or individual
5. All submissions should relate to one of the following concepts:

a. What does Earth-Day mean to me?
b. Informing others about Earth-Day
c. Create a poster to inform or educate the community about how to be:

i. Water-Wise
ii. Energy-Wise
iii. A Recycling hero
iv. How/where to recycle common household waste (lightbulbs,

batteries, mattresses, old paint)
v. Suggestions for enjoying the outdoor wonders of Suisun

6. All entrants should include the following information on the back of the poster:

a. Name of School
b. Grade level/age
c. Name of Teacher
d. Name of student (Optional- Use first name + initial of last name)

PRIZE SCHEDULE

First, second, third place for each age group: under 7 years, 7-10 years, 11-14 years,
over 14 years

First place for each age group: $75.00

Second place for each age group: $50.00

Third place for each age group: $25.00

In addition, there will be 5 honorable mention prizes awarded for:

Creativity, artistic endeavor, clever message
